Today, your child went on a field trip with Heritage Conservancy to Croydon Woods Nature
Preserve, located next to their school.

Key topics and activities covered:
¢ Habitat Investigation - Students learned

what the Eastern Towhee, a local bird, needs
in its habitat for food, shelter, and water.
Students used field guides and note sheets to ¢
look for habitat requirements for the Eastern
Towhee, including:
o Water, such as ponds or streams;
o Food, such as ants, snails, or seeds;
o And cover, such as shrubs or nests, or
trees.
Bird Identification - The Eastern Towhee is a
common woodland bird with a unique call
and distinct colors, which makes it easily
identifiable for students.
Threats - Students discussed potential
threats to the Eastern Towhee, such as:
o Cowbirds, who lay eggs in towhee's nests;
o ATVs, that could destroy towhee cover;
o And trash that could hurt the birds and
their habitat.
